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This policy statement describes the universityis procedures for making use of the
contributions of services of individuals to our students and the university without
compensation.

This policy applies to any individual student, employee, retiree, or any other citizen
willing to donate his/her time and talents to the university. However, it is not the intent of
this policy to cover individuals or groups affiliated with the university by virtue of services
they provide under the aegis of such entities as Student Government, University
Foundation, Alumni Association or other similarly sponsored organizations or activities.

To set forth applicable definitions and guidelines regarding the implementation of the
Volunteerism Policy promulgated by the Board of Governors of the State System of
Higher Education on July 18, 1991, at Millersville University.

Definitions

1. Volunteer is an individual who agrees to donate his/her time and talent to the
university without compensation.

2. Benefits for Volunteer include the following:

Reimbursement for illness or injury suffered as a direct result of volunteer service
contingent upon medical verification.

Eligibility for reimbursement for authorized travel expenses.

Legal defense and indemnification for legal actions arising from acts of omissions
within the scope of official duties.

Recognition with incidental courtesies and privileges such as parking permits, library
privileges, admission to university cultural and athletic events.

3. Volunteer Work Assignments- It is understood that:
Volunteers will not be assigned hazardous work or work in hazardous areas.

Volunteers should not be assigned work that has been designated as bargaining unit
work without prior notification of the Human Resource Office.
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Before engaging in university activities, all volunteers must obtain a criminal
background clearance in accordance with the universityis fiPre-Employment
Information Verification and Criminal Background Investigation Policy.0
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
