
Positive Energy Fund Guidelines 
Millersville University is converting building energy savings into human energy by using dollars from utility 
rebates to fund faculty-, staff- and student-led projects that will contribute positively to local and global 
communities using the structure of the Global Goals for Sustainable Development.  

Projects funded through the Positive Energy Fund raise awareness of the interconnected economic, social 
and environmental challenges confronting the world to accelerate local solutions to those challenges in 
Lancaster County by Millersville University faculty, staff and students. 

The Positive Energy Fund was established using utility rebates from energy efficiency projects completed 
by Millersville University’s Facilities Management Department, Office of Sustainability and Information 
Technology Department. Notable projects include upgrading the campus data center and constructing the 
new “positive energy” Lombardo Welcome Center.   

The Global Goals for Sustainable Development 
The Global Goals (Figure 1) are seventeen broad yet interdependent goals that reflect a collective ambition 
to work together as a global community to solve the grand challenges of our time. The goals are at the core 
of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, which was adopted by the United Nations Member 
States in 2015 and provides a shared blueprint for governments, non-profits, businesses and higher 
education to work for peace and prosperity for people and the planet, now and into the future.
