
EXPLORATORY PROGRAM

The Exploratory Program, housed in the Department of Academic Advisement & Student Development, is 
intended for students who are unsure which major they want to pursue, or who may have narrowed down  
their options to a few possibilities but have not yet decided on a major.

In the Exploratory Program, students with undeclared majors can 
take general education courses that work toward requirements while 
exploring majors until they find the right fit.

You can explore majors in a variety of ways: by taking general education 
courses or open electives in an area of interest, by doing “homework” on 
programs we offer and by doing self-assessment on what you want out 
of a college education.

As an Exploratory student, you will be assigned an academic advisor 
who is trained to work with students on course selection, campus 
involvement, student services and major exploration through student-
directed assessment of strengths and interests.
